Welcome to Dunkerton!
This letter will hopefully answer some of the questions you may have about services in Dunkerton.  Please call 319-822-4247 if you have questions; listed on the left is the mayor and names of the council.
Garbage pickup falls on Mondays for city residents and is done by the Thomas James Co. If Monday falls on a holiday, the pickup is the Saturday BEFORE the holiday. Your monthly statement includes charges for water and sewer use and garbage. You are allowed two bags (or two 35 gallon containers); weight is not to exceed 75 lbs.  If you should have additional bags to be picked up, you must affix a tag. These tags are available for $1/each and may be purchased at City Hall. Do not include the following items for pickup: paint, oil, batteries, yard waste, appliances, tires, rocks, shingles or wallboard. Recycling bins are located north of the alley behind 107 W. Main Street. We ask that you do not use the bins as a dumping ground and only discard allowable items as listed at the site. In June of each year, we do sponsor a city-wide cleanup day.
Terms for water/sewer/garbage: A $50.00 deposit ($100.00 Fischel’s apartments) is required at the time that the water/sewer account is placed in your name. This deposit is returned after one year providing that the account is kept current. Payment is due by the 15th of the month; after the 15th a late charge of $10.00 is added to your account. If the 15th falls on a weekend, payments received in the drop box by 8:00 a.m. on the next business day will be accepted without penalty. A shut off will follow if the bill remains unpaid which will incur a fee as well. For your convenience, there is a “drop box” at City Hall, payment can be made at Farmers State Bank, and we also offer automatic withdrawal from your savings or checking account. Lastly, you can always use the postal service and mail your payment to the City of Dunkerton, PO Box 100, Dunkerton, IA 50626.  

Regarding snow removal: it is essential for all vehicles to be off the street until the snowplow clears the roadway. Sidewalks are to be cleared within 24 hrs of a snowfall, both items are included in the Code of Ordinances.  We appreciate your cooperation in this matter.
For the safety of everyone, our Code of Ordinances  requires animals to be kept on a leash or confined or chained at all times.  Unlicensed or junk vehicles must be stored within an enclosed structure.  Thank you for your cooperation in this matter.

The city council contracted with Bremer County to provide all permits for building, electrical, plumbing, mechanical, sidewalks and driveways (within the city right-of-way) and zoning issues within the city limits. You may contact Bremer County at 319-352-0332 or through their website www.co.bremer.ia.us (Adobe Acrobat 8 or larger is needed to run the program); click on Building and Zoning, scroll down to Permit Applications and choose the type of permit you need. Remember to call/contact Bremer County for the required permit(s) before you begin a project.  You may also choose to stop by City Hall and ask the Clerk to print and/or fax a permit application for you.
The siren is tested monthly, usually around the 15th of the month. If the weather is threatening, or the 15th falls on a weekend, the siren test will not be activated on that day.
Please contact me or one of the council members if we can be of assistance. Thank you for selecting Dunkerton as your home, we are pleased that you are here.
