DUNKERTON CITY COUNCIL met in regular session, January 10, 2011, in the City Hall Council Chambers with Mayor Michael Schares presiding. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. Council members present: Downs, Ede, Manahl. Absent: Bagby, DeLong. Quorum present. Downs led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Manahl moved, Ede seconded, to approve the Consent Agenda by one motion: a) Agenda as listed b) Dec 13, 2010 Regular Mtg. Minutes as written c) Place Dec 2010 Month Reports on file: Clerk Budget, Clerk Treasurer/Reconciliation, Ambulance, Fire, Police, Building Permits d) Bills Resolution #2011-1 authorizing payment of bills and transfers as listed. Roll call vote: Ayes-3. Motion carried.

Council asked Library Director Peterson if the Library Board had come up with a plan to fund the IA Prison Industry Bill for Furniture and Shelving totaling $40,835.60. Peterson said two donations were in the works. Ede/Downs to table paying the Iowa Prison Industry bill until funds are received or the Library Board presents a plan for funding it and to be discussed again next meeting. Roll call vote: Ayes-3. Motion carried.
Downs/Ede to approve and authorize Mayor to sign Huff Contracting, Inc. Change-Order #4 in the amount of $2,290.00–Library Building. Mayor Schares said that during final inspection Bremer County said these items needed to be done, above and beyond the contract, before occupancy. Roll call vote: Ayes-3. Motion carried.

Manahl/Downs to approve FINAL payment of Huff Contracting Inc. Pay Application #10 in the amount of $28,964.35 for completion of the new library building. Roll call vote: Ayes-3. Motion carried.

Ede/Downs to approve volunteers Denise Sommerfelt and Dawn Matthes for membership to the ambulance crew (approved at the ambulance meeting on January 3rd). Manahl noted that Sommerfelt holds an active EMT license. Roll call vote: Ayes-3. Motion carried.
Manahl/Ede to place on file fire volunteer resignation letter from Rick Donohue. Roll call vote: Ayes-3. Motion carried.

Manahl/Downs to approve liquor license renewal for Chucky’s Tollgate Restaurant and Lounge. Roll call vote: Ayes-3. Motion carried.

Ede/Manahl to approve Drug and Alcohol Testing Services Agreement with C.J. Cooper & Associates, Inc. and authorize the Mayor to sign. Mayor Schares said that only employees with CDL licenses are in the pool. Roll call vote: Ayes-3. Motion carried.

Mayor Schares said that the City had received $11,699.38 grant distribution share of retained earnings from Solid Waste Management Commission, that this is normally ear-marked for the recycle center services, junk day pickup etc. and is placed in the general fund. Ede/Downs to accept said distribution into the General Fund for this purpose. Roll call vote: Ayes-3. Motion carried.

Clerk Thompson said that Fire Chief Koppmann had not completed his FY2010 Annual Report but will have it ready to be mailed out to Township Trustees by the January 15th deadline set by the Iowa League of Cities. Manahl/Ede to table filing the FY2010 Fire Annual Report until next month and to approve sending it out to the Townships by January 15th. Roll call vote: Ayes-3. Motion carried.
Library Director Peterson said that items left in the old building will be offered for a donation on Saturday, February 5, 9-Noon, that anything left after that will be hauled away. Downs/Manahl to accept the library disbursement procedure. Roll call vote: Ayes-3. Motion carried.

Council discussed the new gun permit law that took effect in Iowa on January 1st. Mayor Schares said he had consulted with Attorney Stevens who agreed that we could adopt a Resolution establishing weapon free zones that will allow the City to put up signs on City Property until an Ordinance can be adopted, that City Hall and the Library are currently in weapon free zones due to the proximity to the school, but the Resolution will apply to all City buildings and property. Manahl moved, Downs seconded, to adopt Resolution #2011-2 declaring that municipal buildings (structure, dwelling, garage or shelter) owned, leased or occupied by the City of Dunkerton, Iowa to be Firearm or Weapon Free Zones. Roll call vote: Ayes-3. Absent: Bagby, DeLong. Resolution adopted.
Manahl/Downs to set a budget workshop date January 26th at 6 p.m. Mayor Schares said that department heads need to have their budgets to the City Clerk by January 21st.  Roll call vote: Ayes-3. Motion carried.

Department Head Reports:

· Fire Chief Koppmann asked about markers for fire hydrants saying they are pricey. Mayor Schares said that with snow piling we need to mark them as soon as possible, that the cost is not an issue.
· Library Director Peterson said a policy is being written for the use of the library meeting room, that new library hours have been approved and the hours have increased, that flood insurance has been canceled on the old building and that the Library Dedication will be held at 1 p.m. on the 22nd followed by an open house from 1:30 to 4 p.m. She said that she is retiring and her last day is the 28th of January and she will be celebrating 22 years of service. 
· PWD Pierce said that he’s scheduled for the Water Certification test next month.

· Clerk Thompson said that letters have gone out to accounts notifying of the change to monthly utility billing, that there’s a good response of sign-ups for ACH payments, that this is a busy month with utility billing changes, township contracts and budget. 

· Police Chief Schultz said things have been quiet and he’s thankful for the shelving from the old library for his storage room.
Mayoral & Council Comments: 

· Mayor Schares said he’s still dealing with Fema but should have the last project wrapped up by Friday.

· Ede asked when an application will go in for a grant for a Street Sweeper.

· Downs said public works have done a great job keeping storm drains cleaned out.
· Manahl asked what will be done with the old library building.

Manahl/Downs to adjourn at 7:35 p.m. Ayes-3. Motion carried.
