DUNKERTON CITY COUNCIL met in regular session, February 14, 2011, in the City Hall Council Chambers with Mayor Michael Schares presiding. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.

Bagby/Ede to place on file the FY2010 Fire Annual Report. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.

Manahl/Bagby to set a public hearing date of March 7, 2011 at 7 p.m. regarding the proposed City Budget Estimate for fiscal year 2012. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.
Mayor Schares said that the City plans to sell the old library building and property located at 203, 205 and 209 W Main St, that the building sits on 3 parcels, that it could be split by selling the building and parking lot separately, that it’s zoned commercial and is in the flood plain. He said that the City attorney advised that the first hearing date be set by resolution. Ede moved, DeLong seconded, to adopt Resolution #2011-5, setting a hearing date of March 7, 2011 at 7 p.m. regarding the proposed sale of City-owned property, formerly known as the Dunkerton Public Library, located on W Main St. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Resolution adopted.
Manahl/Bagby to approve the liquor license renewal for Dunkerton Kwik Star. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.

Manahl/Downs to approve new EMT Volunteer Justin Ledesma from Dewar for the Ambulance Crew (approved at Feb 7, 2011 Ambulance meeting). Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.

Manahl/Ede to pre-approve new FIRE Volunteer Chris Kemmer who had been interviewed and will be considered for approval at the next Fire meeting. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.
Manahl/Ede to place on file the resignation letter of Fire Volunteer Ken Thompson. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.

Department Head Updates:

· Fire Chief Koppmann said that the Fire Association held a successful fund-raiser Chili Supper, that they had received many positive comments and some negative (from those who preferred the dance). He wanted to express thanks to the community for supporting the event and for the positive comments.
· Library Director Wheeler said that they are trying some new hours, that there has been good feedback from that, that it has been busy with increased patronage, and that there has been a positive response to the new building. 
· City Engineer Rob Haaland, Ament Inc., said that he will be looking into the sanitary sewer project coming up.
· Public Works Director Pierce said that he’s busy with snow cleanup. DeLong asked about repairing the spot on Dunkerton Road. Pierce said it will be fixed when the temperatures get warmer. 
· Mayor Schares asked Clerk Thompson if she sighed relief when the city budget was completed. She said, YES! but it is getting easier. 

Public Comments:

· Resident Bob Speed asked what the County had decided on the Dunkerton St. bridge. Mayor Schares said that it will be repaired this fiscal year, that they will let bids May 12th and that the agreement is $20,000 from Dunkerton toward the project.

Mayoral & Council Comments: 

· Mayor Schares said that Dawn Matthes had been approved as an EMT Volunteer for the Ambulance Crew but changed her mind and didn’t start. He said that he’s pleased how the budget went, and that the new Census count for Dunkerton, which had gone up 103, will help with Road Use Tax (RUT) and Local Option Sales Tax (LOST) revenues.
