DUNKERTON CITY COUNCIL met in regular session, May 9, 2011, in the City Hall Council Chambers with Mayor Michael Schares presiding. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. Council members present: Bagby, DeLong, Downs, Ede, Manahl. Absent: None. Quorum present. Councilperson Manahl led the Pledge of Allegiance.

DeLong moved, Downs seconded, to approve the Consent Agenda by one motion: a) May 9, 2011 Agenda as posted b) Minutes of Apr 13, 2011 (Regular) as written c) Place on file Apr 2011 Month Reports: Clerk Budget, Clerk GL Reconciliation/Treasurer, Ambulance, Fire, Police, Building Permits, Library d) Bills Resolution #2011-15 authorizing payment of bills and transfers as listed. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.

Deanne Kuenstling gave a presentation on Lyme Disease for Lyme Disease Awareness Month. She said she had been diagnosed with it eight (8) yrs ago and would be putting information in the Dunkerton News and urged the public to contact her with questions. She requested permission to hang lime ribbons in the City right-of-way for the month of May to promote Lyme Disease awareness in Dunkerton. Manahl/Ede to approve hanging lime ribbons in the City during May. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.
Mayor Schares then proclaimed the Month of May, 2011, as Lyme Disease Awareness Month and said that a Mayoral Proclamation will be posted throughout the town.
Bagby/Downs to adopt Resolution #2011-16, approving the Library Contract between the City of Dunkerton and the City of Elk Run Heights, for the amount of five dollars ($5) per capita for five (5) years of library service (the same as had been contracted with the City of Raymond) and to authorize the mayor to sign said contract. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Resolution adopted. 

Bagby/DeLong to approve Kwik Star Retail Cigarette/Tobacco Permit application. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding FY2011 over-expended Library operating budget and Library Building Project. DeLong/Downs to amend the library operating expense and revenue budgets by the $6,086 excess revenue currently received. Roll call vote: Ayes-DeLong, Downs, Ede, Manahl. Nays-Bagby. Motion carried. DeLong/Downs to donate the revenue from the sale of the city-owned former library building/property to the library building deficit. Roll call vote: Ayes-DeLong, Downs. Nays-Bagby, Ede, Manahl. Motion failed. Manahl/Bagby to put said sale of city-owned property into the General Fund. Roll call vote: Ayes-Bagby, Downs, Ede, Manahl. Nays-DeLong. Motion carried.
Discussion regarding the FY2011 proposed Budget Amendment followed. Mayor Schares said that the library operating amendment amount of $6,086 is included in the proposal and the rest is due to completion of projects, Rebuild Iowa Grant expenses and FEMA disaster expenses/revenue. 

Manahl/Bagby to set a public hearing date and time of May 23rd at 6:00 pm for the FY2011 proposed Budget Amendment. Roll call vote: Ayes-Bagby, DeLong, Ede, Manahl. Nays-Downs. Motion carried.
Mayor Schares said that we have been working with the DNR and IA Codification to amend the City’s code to include the updated flood maps and that it needs to be adopted by July 18, 2011. Moved by DeLong, seconded by Bagby, that Ordinance #163, entitled, “An Ordinance Amending the Code of Dunkerton, Iowa, 2003, by Amending Provisions Pertaining to Floodplain Management” (Ch 160 modified to include the new floodplain maps and map reference language) be passed on the first reading. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.
Ede/Manahl to set a public hearing date and time of May 23rd at 6:00 pm for Ordinance #163 Amending Provisions Pertaining to Floodplain Management. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.
Mayor Schares said that Joe Bartholomew is requesting approval for a plat of survey separating the post office from tract H which runs behind it. Bagby/Downs to adopt Resolution #2011-17 approving the Plat of Survey of Hauptly Enterprises Inc.,  separating Parcel “H” from Tract H, First Addition to Bar-Haup Country Club Estates and authorizing the Mayor to sign. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Resolution adopted.
Mayor Schares presented one bid received for seal coating and surface patching in the alley behind the Baptist Church, parking by the Veteran’s park, E Sycamore, Tower, E Williams, Jefferson and Marlyn. He said it will be funded by this year’s Road Use Tax (RUT) street budget. Bagby/DeLong to approve bid from Prairie Road Builders, Inc. in the amount of $22,318.44. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.
Mayor Schares said that he’d received one bid for concrete work on Joseph Rd but they couldn’t begin construction until October and that it would be funded from RUT Budget FY2012 and G.O. Bond loan proceeds left over from the Water Project. Bagby/DeLong to table until more bids have been received. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.
Manahl/Downs to accept and place on file ambulance volunteer Joe Stafford’s resignation letter. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.

DeLong/Downs to approve Chief Schultz attending the yearly (state funded) Law Enforcement Traffic Safety Advisory Council Conference (LETSAC) out of state from July 11-15, 2011. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.

Jim & Barbara Musch of 309 S Washington addressed the council in regard to complaints that had been received concerning painting, noise, sandblasting, dust etc… at the residence. No action was taken.
Department Head Updates:

· Library Director Wheeler pointed out the statistic comparison charts that were placed in council packets and said she expects to keep seeing increases.

· City Engineer Rob Haaland of Ament, Inc. said he is continuing to work on the Sanitary Sewer Project with PWD Pierce.
· PWD Pierce said that Tom Bagby had fixed the street sweeper and that he will be retaking two Water tests on June 1st.
· Clerk Thompson said that she has software training in Waverly and will be looking into a Clerk 28E Agreement for help at City Hall during travel, sickness, and disasters - that finding clerks with the same software who are willing to fill in will eliminate the need for training.
· Police Chief Schultz said there’d been normal activity.
· Ambulance Chief Nesbit said they are keeping very busy.
· Fire Chief Koppmann said compliance with narrow banding will not affect our operations but may mean replacing pagers and receivers at the city’s expense but this is a few years down the road, and that Chief Schilling is implementing a tiered system with BHC to share equipment if mutual aid is needed.
Public Comments: 
· Monica Smith of 310 W Williams St asked about the Dunkerton Co-op expansion plans and the ground water problems caused by the last expansion.
Mayoral & Council Comments: 
· DeLong asked about ambulance radios.

· Bagby asked if there’s a break on the new water main. PWD Pierce said it’s being looked into, that it is most likely the old sewer, that he had tested the water and it contained no chlorine and that they are waiting for it to dry up before they open it to reroute the storm intake.
· Ede said it was a fine water quality report that Pierce put out, and that he had attended a 16 hour EMA Seminar.
With no further discussion, Bagby moved, Ede seconded, to adjourn at 8:05 p.m. Ayes-All. Motion carried.
