Manahl moved, Ede seconded, to adopt Resolution #2011-18 approving the FY2011 City Budget Amendment as proposed. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Resolution adopted.
Mayor Schares opened the public hearing at 6:03 p.m. on Ordinance #163 Amending Provisions Pertaining to Floodplain Management. No written or oral objections were received. Mayor Schares stated that IA Codification said that a public hearing was not necessary to adopt this amendment, but he wanted to give the public opportunity to comment on the new flood zones. Manahl/Bagby to close the public hearing at 6:04 p.m. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.
Moved by Bagby, seconded by Downs, that Ordinance #163, entitled, “An Ordinance Amending the Code of Dunkerton, Iowa, 2003, by Amending Provisions Pertaining to Floodplain Management” (Ch 160 modified to include the new floodplain maps and map reference language) be passed on the second reading. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.
Bagby/Ede to set a public hearing date and time of June 13, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. for a variance request at 914 Jolene Dr. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.
Discussion was held regarding Audit Proposals received for fiscal year ending 2011 (IA Code Ch 11.6 requires an audit every four years for cities having a population between 700 & 2000). Bagby/Ede to award the contract of services to Dietz, Donald & Company – Steven Clausen, CPA, as proposed for this FY2011 audit engagement with approximate fee of $4900 barring unexpected circumstances, and to begin August 1, 2011. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.
Discussion was held regarding bids received for Joseph Rd concrete work. Mayor Schares said Bowers will use the much better M4 Concrete and will complete the project in three days during the month of June, that this bid includes sawing whereas Shimp’s bid does not - bringing the cost to about $45,000. Bagby/Ede to award the contract for Joseph Rd concrete work to Bowers Masonry-Concrete of Waterloo, for the M4 concrete bid amount of $39,360. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.
With no further discussion, Bagby moved, Manahl seconded, to adjourn at 6:14 p.m. Ayes-All. Motion carried.
