DUNKERTON CITY COUNCIL met in regular session, December 12, 2011, in the City Hall Council Chambers with Mayor Michael Schares presiding. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. Council members present: Bagby, DeLong, Downs, Ede, Manahl. Absent: None. Quorum present. Bagby led the Pledge of Allegiance.

After discussion regarding two invoices Manahl moved, DeLong seconded, to approve the Consent Agenda by one motion: a) Agenda as listed b) Nov 14, 2011 Regular Mtg. Minutes as written c) Place Nov 2011 Month Reports on file: Clerk Budget, Clerk Bank Reconciliation, Clerk UB/Receivables, Ambulance, Fire, Police, Building Permits, Library Stats d) Bills Resolution #2011-39 authorizing payment of bills and transfers as listed. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.
Manahl/DeLong to receive and place on file the FY2011 Library Annual Report. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.

Manahl/Ede to set the first FY2013 Budget meeting with Department Heads for January 9, 2012 during the regular council meeting. Ayes-All. Motion carried.

Mayor Schares said that Clerk Thompson contacted the Work Comp Ins. Co. and verified that they require a rehabilitation program by the ambulance crew for the fire volunteers when on calls. Fire Chief Koppmann pointed out that the NFPA, FEMA, NIMS, fire dept By-Laws and Best Practices Guidelines all have rehab requirements. Koppmann distributed a detailed “Supplies needed for rehabilitation” list to the council which included hydration and nutrition items. Mayor Schares and Attorney Stevens agreed that the list should be adopted into the By-Laws and a resolution adopted by the council that incorporates the list and all that had been mentioned. Attorney Stevens said that this would satisfy the City auditor’s questioning of food item purchases in the future by clearly defining them for this public purpose use of tax payer dollars. Manahl moved, DeLong seconded, to adopt Resolution #2011-40, approving the rehabilitation supplies list as part of the Fire Dept By-Laws and directed Clerk Thompson to work with the attorney to write the Resolution. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Resolution adopted.
Discussion was brought back to the table regarding Library employee back-pay. Manahl/Downs to approve back-pay of $54.50 to Johnson and $11.25 to J. Wheeler. Roll call vote: Ayes-DeLong, Downs, Manahl. Nays-Bagby, Ede. Motion carried.
Discussion was held regarding the Dunkerton Street Repair Project scheduled for 2014. Mayor Schares said that coordinating with the DOT puts the timeline too late to incorporate, that we have to come up with $120,000 - $60,000 City’s share/$60,000 Engineer Fees and suggested a 2013/2014 fiscal year budget split to make it easier to fund and suggested asking the county if they would do repairs up to the railroad tracks. Bagby/Ede to direct the Mayor to send a letter to the Blackhawk County Engineer asking if they would repair up to the railroad tracks. Roll call vote: Ayes-All. Motion carried.

Department Head Reports:

· City Engineer Rob Haaland, Ament, inc. said that the sewer project is underway and that Public Works Director Pierce is overseeing it. 
· Clerk Thompson reminded department heads to turn in their budgets next week and said that current budget reports will be available after December bills are paid showing expenditures 50% through the fiscal year.

· Police Chief Schultz said that there were two tires needing repair on the squad car, that the ABS module needs replacing and that there is a personnel issue that he hopes is resolved tonight. 
· Fire Chief Koppmann said he was leaving a copy of the Fire Dept By-Laws etc.. for City Hall.
· Library Director Wheeler said the stats continue to be high, that the Christmas Concert raised $371.00 and was well attended, that the library will be closed from December 24 to 26.

Public Comments: None

Mayoral & Council Comments: 
· Mayor Schares said that he wanted the newly elected and re-elected council members to take their oaths at City Hall on December 30th, that he’d talked to the school and they will be looking into putting in a storm sewer intake in the spring, that he’d talked to the Co-op about the water problems at the end of W. Williams St., and that he is hoping that the sewer project has no problems and they get the boring done and a couple of manholes in before the weather stops progress. 
· DeLong said that the Co-op needs to level the waterway before it freezes and he asked why we are waiting to take the oaths on the last day of December when they can be taken any time before January 1st.
· Ede said he’s been asked about the project behind the apartments. Mayor Schares said that Hauptly is cleaning out the waterway.

· Downs asked when the personnel issue will be resolved and will the employee receive back pay. Attorney Stevens said there will be a meeting at the conclusion of this one to address it.

With no further discussion, Bagby moved, Manahl seconded to adjourn at 7:38 p.m. Ayes-All. Motion carried.
